Heb 12:23

COMMENTARY:

The Bible teaches that we are written in “The Book of Life” before we are born by Jesus Christ to Himself.

Those in The Book of Life are Predestined:

Eph 1:4-5

4 According as he hath chosen us in him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame
before him in love:

5 Having predestinated us unto the adoption of children by Jesus Christ to himself, according to the good pleasure of his
will,

Ps 139:16

16 Thine eyes did see my substance, yet being unperfect; and in thy book all my members were written, which in
continuance were fashioned, when as yet there was none of them.

Those that are Written in The Book of Life:

Isa 4:3 (Those written in “The Book of Life” are called Holy)

3 ...and he that remaineth in Jerusalem, shall be called holy, even every one that is written among the living in Jerusalem:
Dan 12:1 (Those written in are Delivered)

1 ...and at that time thy people shall be delivered, every one that shall be found written in the book.




Mal 3:16 (Those written in Fear the Lord and receive Jesus)

16 Then they that feared the LORD spake often one to another: and the LORD hearkened, and heard it, and a book of
remembrance was written before him for them that feared the LORD, and that thought upon his name.

Luke 10:20 (Jesus said)

20 Notwithstanding in this rejoice not, that the spirits are subject unto you; but rather rejoice, because your names are written
in heaven.

Phil 4:3 (Paul said)

3 And | intreat thee also, true yokefellow, help those women which laboured with me in the gospel, with Clement also, and
with other my fellowlabourers, whose names are in the book of life.

We can be blotted out of The Book of Life:
Ex 32:32-33 (Moses said)

32 ...if thou wilt forgive their sin--; and if not, blot me, I pray thee, out of thy book which thou hast written.

33 And the LORD said unto Moses, Whosoever hath sinned against me, him will I blot out of my book.

Ps 69:28 (David said)

28 Let them be blotted out of the book of the living, and not be written with the righteous.

Rev 3:5 (Jesus said)

5 He that overcometh, the same shall be clothed in white raiment; and 1 will not blot out his name out of the book of life,

but I will confess his name before my Father, and before his angels.

Rev 22:19 (God said)

19 And if any man shall take away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the
book of life, and out of the holy city, and from the things which are written in this book. (The Bible)

Those not Written in The Book of Life:

Rev 13:8 (Those that Worship the Beast in the Tribulation Period)

8 And all that dwell upon the earth shall worship him, whose names are not written in the book of life of the Lamb slain
from the foundation of the world.

Rev 20:12 (Those that are Unrepentant Sinners)

12 And | saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: and another book was opened,
which is the book of life: and the dead were judged out of those things which were written in the books, according to their works.
Rev 20:15 (The Final Destination for those not Written in)

15 And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire.

CONCLUSION:
The ‘Good News’ is the Final Destination for those of us that are Written in “The Book of Life”!
Rev 21:10 (The Holy Jerusalem)
10 And he carried me away in the spirit to a great and high mountain, and shewed me that great city, the holy Jerusalem,
descending out of heaven from God,
Rev 21:27
27 And there shall in no wise enter into it any thing that defileth, neither whatsoever worketh abomination, or maketh a lie:
but they which are written in the Lamb's book of life.
